THE PASTOR’S PAGE 

What if They Held a Church Service and Everyone Came? 
 
The above question, of course, represents what usually happens in churches at Christmas time and at Easter.  
Church is held, and everyone comes!  Most of the regular church family gathers, and many more members of 
the community are present.  It is a very heartening experience for all! 
 
It has been a long, cold winter.  Many of our church members and friends have had to contend with illness, and 
we’ve all had to deal with some very challenging weather.   The relatively warm days we have recently en-
joyed are a welcome change, and I am happy to report that I saw day lilies breaking through the cold, hard 
ground yesterday!  As surely as Easter follows Lent, spring will come, bringing no small amount of relief 
along with it, along with greater ease in getting to Sunday worship. 
 
When I was a hospital chaplain, I did not have to go to church every Sunday, and I took my share of Sundays 
off (a luxury for a former parish minister).  I understand the allure of the quiet Sunday morning, and will admit 
that I sometimes deeply long for an occasional Sunday morning that requires nothing more of me than to sip 
coffee and read a book.  However, more than that, I rejoice that it is my great privilege to be able to preside at 
our worship service each week, to look out and about in the sanctuary and see so many beloved church folk 
engaged in conversation, song, and prayer with God and with one another.  I recall, when I did attend church 
in my chaplaincy days, how robust and warm the welcome was, how good it felt to have spent time in the 
sanctuary in prayer, song, and fellowship, and how much it seemed to matter to others whether I was there or 
not.  This is all to encourage us to let one another know that the presence of our friends and neighbors in the 
life of the church matters deeply to us.  Please feel duly invited to take action if you find yourself thinking: 
“Gee, I haven’t seen so-and-so for a while.”  Please, by all means, give “so-and-so” a call and let then know 
you miss them, and find out whether all is well with them or not (and, if not, how we can be helpful). 
 
Soon, we will hold a very special worship service for Easter Sunday morning, and everyone will come.  And 
that is delightful and wonderful.  Yet I can’t help thinking how meaningful it would be if “everyone” showed 
up more often…..what would blossom among us?  How would our children and youth benefit?  What deepen-
ing of relationships with God and with one another might unfold?  How might the Resurrection take root in our 
common life….if everyone showed up regularly?

THE PAIRS AND SPARES CLUB 
A BRIEF HISTORY 

 
“You should start a couples club for the First and 
Union congregations” Dr. Frederick Alden, former 
head of the New Hampshire Congregational Confer-
ence, told Dr. Ernest Calvert when he was called in 
1951 as pastor to these two churches.  The club was 
organized for such young couples then as the Johnnie 
Nasons, Elden Richards, Robert Lowes, William 
Twombleys, and others.  At first the club met in 
member’s homes.  Often, the above along with the 
Calverts, Saunders, and Spinneys opened their 
homes for the group. 
 
The club was for couples, strictly church members, 
and with an age limit of 35 to 40 years.  Many older 
couples who would have liked to come could not.  
However, later, the older couples and single persons 
were admitted so that now there is no age, marital 
status or church affiliation barrier.  Now there are 
active members from St. Anthony’s Catholic Church, 
St. John the Baptist Episcopal Church, the United 
Methodist Church, and others as well as the Congre-
gational churches.  The name of the club was eventu-
ally changed to Pairs and Spares Club to symbolize 
its more inclusive membership. 
 
With the rebuilding of the First Congregational 
Church after the fire in 1956, the club began meeting 
at the church.  At first no rent was paid, but later it 
was voted to contribute $5 a month to the church.  
Recently, it was voted to increase this to $200 per 
year.  The club finances its activities by collecting $1 
per person per supper.  With its small income the 
club has supported worthy projects such as 4H Club, 
and local Church camping, Meals on Wheels, Habitat 
for Humanity, the Farm Museum, Hospice, Thanks-
giving baskets, and others.   
 
Over the years the Pairs and Spares have had consis-
tently fine programs planned by a program commit-
tee.  This and good fellowship have helped keep the 
club strong and healthy.  The club meets eleven 
months a year with as few as a dozen present on a 
snowy night in February to as many as fifty during 
the summer months. 
 
The club welcomes guests and new members.  You 
can call the club’s president, Edna Wilson, at 569-
0039 for more information.

For those 
new to the Service Auction,this is an opportunity to 
donate a service and bid on the services of your 
friends and neighbors. Examples from our last ser-
vice auction include specialty dinners for 2, 4, 6 or 8, 
boat rides, all types of yummy baked goods, com-
puter tech support, a garlic garden, baby-sitting, yard 
or house work, hand crafted items, and a day at the 
beach with lobster rolls! Not only does this benefit a 
great cause but it brings church family and friends 
together in fellowship. Mark your calendars and 
please consider donating a service when that special 
call comes to you! 
 
What are we doing with all of this fundraising 
money? Cathy, Ann, Jo and I are   traveling to Zim-
babwe from July 14 - July 30th and we have several 
special projects that we hope to fund with the pro-
ceeds from these fundraisers. 
 
1) Dzika and Mwandibaye Village goats and chick-
ens We are working toward providing two villages 
with goats and chickens (think Heifer Project Zim 
style) that will allow improved nutrition and income 
that will enable orphaned girls to go to school and 
not be relegated to polygamous marriages. The cost 
of this project is $2,160. We have $500 now and just 
$1,660 to go! 
2) Medical, school supplies, and food aid Our dear 
partners in Rufumiso remain in desperate need. We 
hope to bring some supplies and provide money for 
the supplies we can’t carry! 
3) Feminine undergarments and hygiene project We 
take for granted the ability to buy these necessary 
items. Not so for the women of Zimbabwe. We will 
be buying and bringing these much needed items. 
4) Continuing the work of the FOOT program. We 
are excited about meeting and spending time with as  

many of the children on our sponsorship list as possi-
ble. We are up to 22 children now (YEAH!!!) but we 
know there are so many, many more. We  will bring 
love, hope, warmth, and no doubt lots of giggles, to 
these waiting children. 
 
We appreciate your love and never ending support. 
Help us make these project dreams become a reality!

She has not yet completed school because 
she has no money to pay school fees.  Rumbidzai 
used to work in teachers’ houses for food and school 
supplies but the economy worsened.  Teachers were 
not being paid so Rumbidzai was let go.  Rum-
bidzai’s dream is to finish school and to become a 
nurse.  Joseph Sibiya calls her “a highly disciplined 
lady.”                    
 
On the day that I was pondering how we could possi-
bly send Rumbidzai to school, I received an unex-
pected call from Elizabeth Heinlein.  Our dear, be-
loved, hardworking Parish Helpers voted to give the 
Z Team $500.00.  The generosity of these ever faith-
ful women will allow another woman to have re-
newed hope and faith that her dream might be real-
ized.  There aren’t enough words to convey the love 
and gratitude we feel on Rumbidzai’s behalf.  Our 
Parish Helpers are the best!
