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A blessed and joyful New Year to all!  As I write this article, many people across New England are still with-
out power.  By the time you read this, I pray that the ice storm of December and its acute aftermath will be be-
hind us.  Aspects of the storm will reverberate for years to come; the landscape and its ecology certainly will 
manifest long-term effects.  We might wish to forget the storm, but it can be argued from many perspectives 
that some remembrance of it will be useful.  Obviously, the lessons learned about preparedness and emergency 
response are very important to heed in the future.  There are other things, too, that happened to us—some of us 
maybe for just a few hours—that taught us a lot, and this includes the experience of profound vulnerability 
when the systems we depend upon fail us.  As one person whose power was out for many days said to me, “I 
feel forgotten!” 
 
A widespread failure of a large and critical system that provides for our comfort and our safety is, fortunately, 
a fairly rare thing in our country.  However, during that storm, we got just a fraction of a glimpse— just a tiny 
dose— of what the poor in our country and elsewhere in the world experience every day.  Folks in our country 
are without the safety nets of enough food, decent jobs, and access to health care in record numbers. Many of 
us thought about our friends in Zimbabwe who daily live with the terrible realities of a devastating failure of 
all the systems that protect and sustain human life.  We at least knew that the power would go on within a 
week or so; for many in the world, assistance of this nature is not available.  If the people of Zimbabwe have 
any hope, it is, in large measure, in those who live far away in more stable systems who are willing to remem-
ber them. 
 
In the wake of the storm, the experiences of vulnerability and (perhaps) of having felt “forgotten” even for just 
a little while, give us the gift of a new perspective.  The storm has clarified and magnified our call to remem-
ber, pray for, and act on behalf of those here at home and in the wider world whose sustaining systems have 
failed them.  What if there was an ice storm here, and nobody came to help?   
 
The One who never abandons us and is always present to sustain our spirits in any trouble invites us to con-
sider:   Who is our neighbor?  Let us ponder this question in the light of our recent experience. 
 
With every hope for peace, joy, and neighborliness in the New Year,

NEWS FROM ZIMBABWE 
Zimbabwe is in a situation we can barely fathom. The cholera epidemic, spread by  contaminated water, has 
affected more than 16,000 people killed more than 978 as of December 15, a figure known to be under re-
ported. Health officials anticipate the number of cases could reach 60,000. Zimbabwe’s public services — wa-
ter, sanitation, electrical, public schools and hospitals — are shutting down due to the disintegrating economy. 
Inflation officially hit 231 million percent in July, but economists estimate that it has now grown to an unbe-
lievable figure -- 8 followed by 18 zeros. Most schools, which were once the pride of Africa due a literacy rate 
higher than that of the United States, have stopped functioning because teacher salaries do not even cover the 
cost of the bus fare to work. Food is so scarce that our friend, Mwandi Sithole, a teacher and Rufumiso church 
secretary, has become a border trader. She travels to Mozambique to buy desperately needed food for her ex-
tended family and to trade to others. 
 
In the midst of these unbelievable difficulties, it is easy to feel overwhelmed wondering how we can possibly 

make a difference. But we have. Through the generosity of our church and others in the local community, we 
have made a  significant difference to the 16 children who have received sponsorship. They will have 
food, clothing, and a place to sleep. When school resumes and medical care is available, these children will 
have access to both. Photos of some of the sponsored children are on the Z Team bulletin board in the Fellow-
ship Hall., along with photos of children still waiting to be sponsored. Thank you for your continuing generous 
and thoughtful support! 
 

News from Joseph Sibiya, Friends of Orphan Trust Director: 
“Children on FOOT’s list who do not have sponsorship survive on blackjack and wild fruits which are 
found during the months of Nov. and Dec. Observing from my house each day, I would see many 
women, girls, and children around the age of 8 carrying bundles of fire wood or chickens to sell. Others 
would just come to our door steps to beg for a meal. At lunch you would see handfuls of children 
around the corners of the house who disappear after lunch. The young ones just burst into cry as they 
see others eating when their parents do not have anything to give them. It is nothing short of a miracle 
that they are surviving up to this day. The most critical months are December, January, and February.” 

 

News from Rev. Mutsumbei, UCCZ Eastern Conference Superintendent (December 3, 2008): 
“I was with Ann and Don at the installation of Rev Matuvhunye on the 30 November and that was 
when they bid me farewell as they were to fly the following day. We had a nice time together on their 
stay at Chikore and Mt Selinda hospitals. They were able share and experience our life during its most 
hard times. Three days after their arrival, all nurses country wide put down their tools. Their cry was 
hunger. A week after that, was an outbreak of cholera starting from Harare trekking the movement of 
majority of people as they look for livelihood into South Africa. Now we have a combination of prob-
lems, no medicine, no food for the workforce to eat, no nurses in hospitals, no Govt. to care about its 
people and this means cholera was able to spread freely. As I write this letter it is everywhere in the 
country entering S. Africa. It has taken more then 500 lives with thousands under treatment by Non 
Governmental Organization and the S African Govt. The failure by the international community to ad-
dress the Zimbabwean situation has huge effects local and on countries around Zimbabwe. The World 
Food Programme is outnumbered by the number of people needing food, yet they are also talking of 
scaling down. People are weak and some are dying due to the lack of food. The number of lives taken 
by the cholera outbreak is so huge due to the fact that people are already weak due to hunger. The in-
stallation for UCCZ president was well done. Rev Sandra Gourdet, Rev Kim Mckerley, Rev Jepson 
and Dr Erik Hobbe came to attend the occasion. Members even from the rural areas struggled to come 
and the gathering was huge.  
 
I am sending my Christmas greetings to all Wakefield church but special greetings to the Zim team. 
We are fine only the fear of cholera. I do not take any food when I go out even water. Wish you a new 
year and a new national leadership in 2009.”
