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LOVING LENT 
 
Here in New England we are very much in tune with the seasons.  Living in a very consequential weather 
zone, we know well how to prepare for each coming change in the seasonal tableau.  We know when to install 
and remove storm windows; we know when to till our gardens and when to let them lay fallow; we understand 
when to put out the birdseed and when to pull the feeders back in.  These rhythms are part of who we are; we 
allow them to form and shape us.  My son Dan, adjusting to life in Los Angeles and doing very well at it, re-
cently told me that he does miss the experience of the changing seasons, and that the constant warm weather 
does not compensate for that! 
 
Our church calendar cycle affords us another kind of formative seasonal experience, if we will allow its re-
storative and challenging routines and rhythms to settle into our bones.  What treasures of experience might 
and insight await us if we pay attention to the wilderness wanderings of Lent, the impossible (and therefore 
only possible with God) jubilation of Easter, the springing, bouncing spirituality of Pentecost, and so on???  
Here, with the first of March, begins a new ecclesial season, full of lovely opportunity for soul-searching and 
soul restoring. 
 
Let us allow Lent to invite us into a deep and searing encounter with Jesus, because he is always ready for a 
deep and searing encounter with us.  It will, as it always does, lead to Easter, so let us be fearless and open as 
we set out on the path.  We will share Holy Communion on March 1st, and we will be privileged to share it 
with special guest Associate Conference Minster Rev. Richard Slater.  Henri Nouwen, the great spiritual 
writer, wrote of the experience of Holy Communion:  “One of the most decisive moments of the Eucharist—
and of our life—is the moment of invitation.  Do we say:  ‘It was wonderful to meet you….Goodbye!’ Or do 
we say: ‘I have heard you, my heart is changing…please come into my home and see where and how I live!’ 
This invitation to come and see is the invitation that makes all the difference. Jesus is a very interesting person; 
his words are full of wisdom.  His presence is heart-warming.  His gentleness and kindness are deeply moving.  
His message is very challenging.  But do we invite him into our home?” 
 
Let us live into and love Lent as a very special season in which to invite Jesus into the home of our hearts. 
May his peace and love be with you, today and always.

LETTER FROM 
NEW HAMPSHIRE CONFERENCE 

UNITED CHURCH OF CHRIST 
 

January 31, 2009 
Dear Friends, 
 
As we are all well aware, the State of New Hamp-
shire is faced with a serious revenue shortfall. Cuts 
in expenditures are being proposed, some of which 
will likely hurt the most vulnerable among us. As an 
attempt to address the revenue shortage, proponents 
of state-controlled gambling are, once again, propos-
ing legislation which will authorize the introduction 
of casino gambling into the State. Two House Bills, 
HB461 and HB593, are presently in committee. The 
text of these bills may be read at HB 461  and HB 
593. 
Since at least as early as 1981, the New Hampshire 
Conference of the United Church of Christ has con-
sistently opposed the introduction and expansion of 
gambling. Annual meetings of the Gathered Confer-
ence have passed resolutions opposing state spon-
sored gambling in 1981, 1993, and 1998. These reso-
lutions were reinforced by over 150 signatures of 
attendees of the Gathered Conference in 2000 on a 
petition addressed to Governor Shaheen, and further 
reaffirmed in another resolution in 2002. The posi-
tion of the Conference on this issue is clear. 
  
What more can we do? Education and action are the 
twin means to address this issue. The Granite State 
Coalition against Expanded Gambling, in which we 
and other religious organizations are partners, has a 
useful website, No Slots Website, which will help 
educate on the potential harm of open gambling. 
Gambling is not a morally neutral matter; it is de-
structive of personal, familial, and societal structures. 
Please bring this matter and this resource to the at-
tention of members of your congregation, and advise 
them of the value of speaking out, particularly to 
their state representatives, who will likely be voting 
in the near future on the upcoming legislative bills.

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A LITTLE HUMOR

“JUST PENNIES A DAY” 
 
I’m not a trained salesperson, but I know that one 
way used to help close a sale is to ‘reduce the price 
to the ridiculous.’  For example, if something were to 
cost $90 a year, a salesperson using this technique 
would pitch it to be “just 25 cents  a day!” Reframing  
the cost in this way makes it appear affordable to the 
buyer and increases the salesperson’s chance of clos-
ing the sale. 
 
We can apply that same method to 
our “Power of Change” program.  
Let’s say that at the end of the day, 
you empty your pockets of loose 
change and drop it in a cup (or one 
of the “Power of Change” banks you 
can get at the church.)   More than 
likely, you wouldn’t miss that change much.  You’ll 
be surprised, though,  at how quickly you would fill 
that cup. If you dropped in just 25 cents per day, it 
would add up to $7.50 a month . . .  $90 a year!   
Now multiply that by the number of people in our 
church—let’s say 100 to make it easy here– that adds 
up to $9,000.  You see how easily we’d see  our “cup 

runneth over”?  Now that’s what I call the power of 
change!  And, it only costs “pennies a day!”

THE GOOD SHEPHERDS 
 

The Good Shepherd Program 
is a wonderful, community 
service sponsored by the First 
Congregational Church of 
Wakefield, UCC.  This mis-
sion provides people in the 
Wakefield/Brookfield area 

with rides to medical appointments when they either 
have no other means of transportation, or they are 
unable to drive themselves.  

 
We suspect that neighbors have been helping 
neighbors in this community ever since its founding.  
However, at some point in the 1980s, under the pas-
torate of Rick and Jennifer Russell, it was deter-
mined that some of those neighbors were being over-
looked.  
  
Our first Lead Shepherd was Doreen Winslade who, 
together with Pastors Rick and Jennifer, began the 
work of program organization.  Doreen passed the 
torch to Eleanor Miller who eventually passed it 
along to Glenna Nelson, who has been our Lead 

Shepherd for the past eight years. 
 
 The program works like this.  Someone calls Glenna 

to schedule a ride.  Glenna then calls one of her 17 
active shepherds (drivers) and puts them into contact 
with the neighbor who needs a ride.  “The people we 
drive are always so appreciative”, Glenna says.  “We 
never charge anyone.  If someone wants to make a 
contribution, I tell them they can send a check to the 
church to benefit the ongoing Good Shepherd Pro-
gram.”  
 

In 2008, 31 neighbors were given rides to 185 ap-
pointments.  This January alone, 9 neighbors needed 
rides to 16 appointments.  Glenna reports that refer-
rals come from Visiting Nurses, the local hospitals 
and by word of mouth.   
 
She says people need rides to doctors, hospitals and 
rehab in Sanbornville, Wolfeboro, Rochester, Dover 
and Somersworth.  Some, but not too often, need to 
go to Concord, Manchester or Conway.   
 
Glenna says, “I know people are working and busy, 
but more drivers are desperately needed.  I believe  

that the Shepherds get a lot of satisfaction when they 
are able to help.  And when I call them and they 
can’t do a run, I always tell them I love them any-
way”.

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ZIMBABWE NEWS 
 
From our dear friend Rev. Mutsumbei, UCCZ East-

ern Conference Superintendent: 
 
“We are expecting schools to start operating on 
Monday 16 February after Prime Minister Morgan 
Tsvangirai announced all teachers and nurses to go 
back to work on this date.  After a year of non opera-
tional, all our high schools are in bad shape and with 
the cholera outbreak (3,000 deaths) and the health 
department is threatening to close them. The whole 
of this week we have been going up and down trying 
to put things in order but up to now we are not yet 
done.  The most critical areas are water supply, toilet 
and painting of walls. 
 
Today was our last day in our mission to our 13 
UCCZ schools with the president.  (He is referring to 
Rev. Matuvhunye, UCCZ President.) This has taken 
us two days talking to different school parents and 
teachers. There were different reactions by different 
age group parents. The general feel by all parents 
was for schools to be opened.  Many homes are filled 
with different sadnesses.  The negative statements 
came when we talk about a token of appreciation by 
parents for teachers.  People start to tell their stories 
about their cooking green bananas with vegetables as 
food.  We finally agreed to open all our schools with 
figures ranging from US$2 to US$5 per month.  We 
hope by the end of the week our schools will be half 
operational.  We are also considering giving a little 
maize to these teachers as we did to nurses. 
 
We are still holding on the possibility of a unity gov-
ernment though we see there is no willingness from 
ZANU PF.  The arrest of Roy Bennett (Tsvangirai’s 
Deputy Minister of Agriculture) a day before the in-
stallation of ministers is a clear indication that they 
are just doing it because they are pressured NOT 
becuase they see it as a good thing.  We will keep 
our fingers crossed. 
 
How is everyone keeping in Wakefield?  Greetings 
to all.  We are all fine.

She is a 
beacon of light, hope and nonviolent love, and I hope 
many, many people will attend this conference and 
learn from her the wisdom and practice of creative 
nonviolence. It's our greatest hope in these perilous 
times--the way forward toward a new world without 
war, poverty and nuclear weapons."

CHECKING OUR BALANCE 
Maren C. Tirabassi 

 
For everything there is a season, and a time for every mat-

ter under heaven: a time to be born and a time to die; a 
time to plant and a time to pluck up what is planted …

(Ecclesiastes 3: 1-2) 
 
How about these improvisations on this familiar text 
about the “seesaw” of life: 
 
“A time to break down our budgets – at home or church -- 
in new ways, and a time to build them up by asset map-
ping. A time to weep for recession, unemployment and 
homelessness, and a time to meet doom-sayers with hu-
mor and hope. A time to mourn for the time-famine of 
contemporary families, and a time to dance with our faith-
ful volunteers. A time to embrace generosity, and a re-
minder to refrain from embracing consumerism. A time to 
keep – recycle, re-use, renew – in church and home -- and 
time to throw away responsibly. A time to tear our clothes 
on a mission trip with teens, and a time to knit prayer 
shawls in the parlor. A time to love our children enough 
to teach them stewardship, and a wake up call whenever 
and wherever they learn hatred for themselves or others. 
A time-out for war, and an always time-enough to work 
for peace … a peace for every season that blesses God’s 
purpose under heaven.” 
 
It is March – the month of balance. Life isn’t like Day-
light Savings time – we cannot “make” hours or resources 
or energy or sunshine. On the other hand, the Spring 
Equinox is a true teaching moment. We even use the word 
“balance” financially. The “balance” is what we work 
with, give with, use to care for ourselves and others.
